between the patient and their
chiropractor. Since the founding
of the chiropractic profession the
art, science and philosophy have
developed with the caveat,
“without the use of drugs or
surgery”. This appropriate
gualification of chiropractic as a
focused, limited profession has
served 1t well, unambiguonsly
leaving i the turf of the
physician, the tcols of allopathic
practice. Even with the medical
physicians multituwde of hours in
the study of pharmacology.
dispensing drugs remains a
hazardous activity, as evidenced
by an escalating crsis in the size
and naumber of related
malpractice lawsuils. Aside from
the infradnction of a procedure of
questionable value, blurring the
lines between the chiropractic
professinn and allopathic practice
can only serve to undermine the
atorementioned ethical basis for
the relationship between the

books™ estblished the central
theme, foundaticn and core values
of the chircpractic profession.
Beginning  with  puage one in
Volume | of “The Science of
Chiropractic”, by B.J. Palmer we
find the distinguishing
characteristic of chiropractic to be
the adjustment of vertebral
subluxaicn and on that same page
it is sharply contrasted with drugs
and surgery of the allopathic
model. This theme is
unmistakahly consistent
throughout more than 40 texthooks
including the corneistons text of
the founder, DIV Palmer. In the
mtroductory  page of his 1910
textbook, D.IN. Palmer dedicates
the science of chiropractic ta “all
who long w elevate the human
race by freeing it from ignorance,
traditional prejudice, supersiition
and he pernicious delusions.,.”
Therein the founder equates the
term “pemicious delusions” with
the use of dmgs and surgery 1
treat human ailments.

Core values of a profession are
essential elements in  building
expectations  of conduct  and

demeanor.  Core  values bring
purpose and are fundamenially
necessary o direct the progress of
a profession.  To shift core values
requires either empirical evidence
that an 2 prior model 1s incorrect,
or new information has  been
obrained sufficient to institute a
new model. This 1s not the case
wilh the proposed lunguage change
of the proposad Section 40-9-20.

It has been argued that since non
experts may recommend non-
prescription dmgs o their friends
or family members, then why not
well educated professionals like
tha chiropractor?  Tnforfunately
with the education and respect
attorded health care professionals,
chiropractors are held to a higher
standard than an ordinary friend or
lamily member. Patents have an
appropriate expectation that when
a health care professional makes a
health care related
recommendation, like taking a
drug, that a very high level of
expertise has been applied with all
of the safety measares built into
the pharmacological expertise of
the medical doctar. As supported
by legal precedent set in the State
of Michigan, Court of Appeals
{Beno vs. Gillis), allowing the
public to believe this is
misrepresentation, which iz a
sericus ethical transgression.
According fo tha mission statement
of the South Carolina Department
ot Labor, Licensing and
Regulation (LLR), which applies
toall licensing boards:

Our mission is t©o protect the
health, safety and well being of the

ciizens of South Carolina by
zstablishing and enforcing
minimum requirements for

registraticn  and appropriaie
standards of conduct by means of
zvaluation, aducation,
examination, licensure and
disciplinary  action: and 1o
communicate with its registrants
and the public regarding the laws
and standards of the professions.

That mission statement does not
empower Bourds of Examiners (o
enact new legiclaticn, nor does it
authorize re-shaping of professions.
I ask the Board of Examiners Lo
seriously consider the implications
of the language change in Section 4
9-20 which would change the
practice of chiropractic from the
respected art, science and
philosophy that so many have
diligently worked to hoild, into the
practice of wvague and confused
ungualihed allopathics.

Considering the intent of the State
of South Carolina relating to the
role and responsibilities of licensing
boards, the propcsed inclusion of
acupunciure in  the practice of
chiropractic as stated in the
proposed language for this section
of the code would represent a gross
departure from the chargz of Board
of FExaminers. The practice of
acupuncture 15 not related to the
practice objective of chiropractic
nor does it relate to the core values
of the chiropractic profession. The
practice of acupuncture is a
discipline unto itself requiring its
own regulation. This becomes an
ethical concern since it would
misrepresent the proper role of the
chiropractor  before the public.
Moreover, the notion of having
inadequately trained chiropractors
engaged in such a practice poses
numerons other cencems related to
the safety of the public, increased
risk  exposure affecting all
practiticners by raising the costs for
malpractice premiums and
ulumately thereby raises (he cost ol
care for the public. The practice of
acupuncture is a respected, licensed
healing art in many parts of (he
world and as such has its own
complex polential: for benefit and
harm. The legishture of the Stale of
South  Caralina  should  address
appropriate credentialing and safe
practice of acupuncture and this
process  should not  he  short-
circuited by an inappropriate clause
1n the practice act of chiropractic, an
altogether different profession.

malpractice case. It is
important to show that what
we are doing (i.e. subluxation
detection and correction ) is
within the law and that there
are other doctors, schools, and
associations that represent this
facet of chiropractic. If we are
held to the standards of, let’s
say, chiropractic orthopedists,
and then it could be argued
that we didn’t perform the
appropriate tests. In that case,
a Judge or Jury could find that
even though our procedures
where appropriately directed at
the detection and correction of
vertebral subluxation, we fell
short of the standard of care
since no one else adheres to
this approach. The good news
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is thatthe PSCA does adhere
to this approzch and we are
here, in part, to represent those
who focus on subluxation
correction.

I have always believed that
every man, womnan, and child
deserves the right tohave a
check-up for subluxation,
regardless of the presence or
absence of symptons. I want
my children and my
grandchildren to be able to
walk into a chiropractor’s
office. for the sole purpose of
having a check-up and
adjustment, when necessary.
